Regulations of Application for the President's Scholarships 
for Foreign Students Studying in 
Chongqing Technology & Business University 
 (Tentative)

Chapter One  General

Article 1 This document is worked out to regulate the application for the President's Scholarships for Foreign Studnets Studying in Chongqing Technology & Business University (hereinafter shortened as the President's Scholarship) with reference to the relevant documents of the Education Ministry of China and the Education Committee of Chongqing Municipality, taking account of the actual situation in the University.
Chapter Two  Eligibility Requirements of Applicants & Scholarship Programs
Article 2 Eligibility requirements of applicants for the President’s Scholarship

1) The applicant must be a Non-Chinese citizen in good health both physically and psychologically;
2) The applicant willingly abides by the law and regulations of the Chinese Government and the statutes and rules of Chongqing Technology & Business University (shortened as CQTBU hereinafter).
3) The applicant is not awarded other scholarships from the Chinese Government concurrently.

Article 3 The following foreigners are eligible to apply for the President's Scholarships:
1) Foreigners who, not more than 40 years old, are going to study in CQTBU for not less than one year (referred to as object Category A hereinafter);
2) Foreign students who have studied in CQTBU for not less than one year with excellent scholastic achievements and nice conduct (referred to as object Category B hereinafter)
Article 4 Scholarship programs:
        Scholarships for undergraduates, master candidates and Chinese language trainees.
Article 5 Classification of the President’s Scholarships

Chapter Three  How and When to Apply
Article 6 Application materials can be submitted directly to the Intern’l Coop & Exch Office of CQTBU in writing or email.
Article 7 Objects of Category A can start their application from January till April 30 each year, which is the deadline for submission of application materials.

Article 8 Objects of Category B can start their application from June till Sept. 5 each year, which is the deadline for submission of application materials.
Chapter Four  Application Materials
Article 9 The following materials need to be submitted in applying the scholarship:
1) The well filled-in Application Form of the President’s Scholarships for Foreign Students Studying in CQTBU;
2) Notarized copies of schooling record and transcript;
3) Two recommendation letters from professors or associate professors;

4) The study plan in China, and 

5) A certificate of health

Chapter Five  Verification
Article 10 CQTBU will verify the application materials in accordance with the Regulations of Application for the President's Scholarships for Students Studying in CQTBU, make the result of verification public for one week and submit, when there is no objection to it, to the President Working Meeting for approval. 
Article 11 With the consent of the applicant, the President’s Scholarships Supervision 
Office may make due change to the type of scholarship program and the 
amount of scholarship applied for by the applicant. 
Chapter Six  Miscellaneous
Article 12 The Regulations is also applicable to students from Hong Kong, Marcao and Taiwan.
Article 13 The Regulations is put into force in March 2009 and the interpretation of the Regulations lies with CQTBU.
