I．Instant Application

Applicants can apply to the admission office of the college directly or through referrals by submitting the carbon copies of the application documents required in person or by fax, E-mail or post. The application fee must be remitted at the same time (see below for the bank account). The original copies of the application documents should be validated or submitted upon registration days.

II．Application Time 

Applications are accepted from Oct.8th, 2008 to Feb.20th, 2009.  Transfer students are accepted during the semester.

III．Application Documents
1. One copy of completed application form of the College of Chinese Language and Culture of Jinan University. Application form can be downloaded from our home page: http://hwy.jnu.edu.cn.

2. Passport or other valid IDs. 

3. One piece of color photo without hat or head coverings (Size: 30mm*35mm).  

4. Applicants for Chinese Teacher Training Course shall submit the Teaching Qualification Certificate endorsed by overseas Chinese teaching institutes or communities.

IV．Registration and Fee Remittal        Feb.19th and 20th, 2009

Registration on time is expected and do not arrive beforehand. Please submit Admission Notice, passport, 4 copies of passport and 4 color photos without hat or head coverings (Size: 30mm*35mm), and pay tuition fee, accommodation fee and other fees upon registration.

V．Study period for the new semester    Feb. 23rd to July 19th, 2009

VI．Enrollment and Visa Application

After the application documents and application fee are received, if eligible, an admissions notice will be issued and sent to the student. Students who apply for a Student Visa may need a“Visa Application for Study in China”form (JW202) issued by the government. It will take about two months for approval and the JW202 will be sent to those students. Students should apply for the Student’s visa (“X ” visa) to the Chinese embassy or consulate in your home country with the documents we send to you. The students should change the student visa into a residence permit within thirty days after entering China. 

Foreign students under the age of 18 should be under the custody of guardian of a person who must be a resident of Guangzhou. Notarized certification of the guardianship must be submitted. For more details, please refer to “Guide to Notarized Certification for International Students under the Age of 18”.
Students who have a valid residential permit and who wish to transfer from other Chinese schools should ask for a transfer letter, transcripts, and attendance records from their former school so the college can help them to extend their residential permit upon arrival. 
VII．Medical Examination

Medical examination will be arranged for freshmen after they check in. Unqualified students will be rejected. Students who have had medical examinations abroad should bring the original documents, which will be validated after being authenticated by the Chinese Hygiene and Quarantine Department

VIII．Insurance

According to the “Provisional Regulations for Compulsory International Student Insurance at Higher Institutions of Learning” issued by the Education Ministry of the P.R China, international students in China must buy group comprehensive insurance sold on Chinese mainland (including free of particular average, personal accident insurance, medical insurance). The insurance should be bought upon registration. Otherwise, the registration will be rejected.

IX．Accommodation Reservation and Pick-up Service

Students who need to reserve accommodations and pick-up service should please contact the College. Free pick-up at Guangzhou International Airport is available for freshmen during the registration days. Outside of the time of registration, a pickup service fee will be charged. Students can take the airport shuttle and get off at Tianhe Dasha – the nearest terminal to the college, and arrive at our college by taxi, or take a taxi directly to our college from the airport (about 40 minutes) or from Guangzhou Railway Station (About 30 minutes).
